College Credit For Camp Timberledge Staff

PROGRAM: Camp Timberledge has partnered with Pilgrimage Educational
Resources (PER), Factoryville, PA, to make college credit available for eligible staff.
PER, through its affiliation with Baptist Bible College, Clark Summit, PA, will offer up to six
(6) credit hours of accredited undergraduate credits in the form of two (2) experienced-
based courses built for summer camp counselors.

ELIGIBILITY: The program is open to all college students participating in Camp
Timberledge’s five-week College Employment Program (CEP).

FORMAT: PER has designed a counselors training curriculum that integrates on-line
resources, mentoring and peer relationships, the practical experiences of being a part of the
camp staff, and weekly interaction in an on-line format with PER instructors.

COURSES:

Counseling in Active Learning Environment (3 credits): This course is designed
to help students understand principles and acquire competencies necessary to move
participants towards growth in the context of short-term impact ministry
environments such as retreats, resident camps, mission trips, and wilderness trips.
Key subjects include group dynamics, relationship building, camper discipline,
facilitation, framing, debriefing, processing, and Bible study.

Learning activities, Games & Events (3 credits): Students will be introduced to
skills and competencies necessary for planning and leading learning activities that
have a purpose. Participants will learn how to “Introduce Truth, Illustrate Truth, or
Illuminate Truth or a Lack of Truth” through the use of and modification of known
activities or by introducing new activities, games, and initiatives.

CREDIT: Baptist Bible College is fully accredited by the Commission on Higher Education of
the Middlestates Association of Colleges and Schools.

COST: $275 per credit hour, plus $10 Baptist Bible College application fee.
